Artist
Statement

“The Stallion”

The horse has been a favorite subject of artists for
thousands of years. Our 215 century sculpture titled
“The Stallion” brings a fresh interpretation to this an-
cient subject, yet one that is deeply rooted in Oklaho-
ma’s Western Heritage, in the proud culture of our
Native American tribes, and in the traditional rural life-
style of much of the state. We utilize patterns reminis-
cent of Native American designs in an overall design of
sleek geometric shapes and elongated stylized forms
influenced by Art Deco. A modern industrial influence
is seen in the use of contemporary materials, like
powder coated steel and in the exaggerated use of visi-
ble nuts and bolts. All elements combine to create a
modern aesthetic with a primative spirit.

The silhouette of “"The Stallion” will be black with a
thickness ranging from four to six inches. Colored ele-
ments will be applied to both sides. Since each side
will have a unique color combination, the effect will be
of two different sculptures when viewed from opposing
sides. With the horse’s head looking down from a
height of over eight feet the scale will be impressive.
“The Stallion” will bring the spirit of the horse once
again to the prairie and cross timber land now known
as Love Family Park.
